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The purpose of this memo is to notify community mental health agencies and boards of the rescission of Ohio
Administrative Code rule 5101:3-23-01, which repeals the Disability Medical Assistance Program effective
October 31, 2009. The DMA program historically has only covered a limited set of healthcare services:

« Qutpatient physician services, including dentists and podiatrists

* Prescription drug coverage

+* Some medical supplies

» Laboratory and X-ray services

* Dental extractions and some dental x-rays

Approximately 1,450 consumers are enrolled in the DMA program. The consumers have been notified of the
program's discontinuation by the Ohio Department of Job and Family Services (ODJES). Additionally, Medicaid
providers received notification through Medicaid Handbook Transmittal Letter (MHTL) No. 3334-09-02, which
was published September 30, 2009. Provider agencies serviag clienss enrolled in the DMA program should
review this MHTL in its entirety, as it contai-ss ingpertant information pertaining to other benefits that may be
available to consumers in the absence of the UWNA program. A copy of MHTL 3334-09-02 is attached.
